Prayer: Walking the Talk

Rejoice

To celebrate the hope that God has set before us in Christ

Hope… the confidence that as God has been fulfilling His promises and purposes in my past & present that He will continue to do this in my today and tomorrow.

Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for He who promised is faithful.

Hebrews 10:23

Repent

To turn away from all things that might hinder the fulfillment of the hope God has given you

… let us strip off every weight that slows us down, especially the sin that so easily trips us up. And let us run with endurance the race God has set before us. We do this by keeping our eyes on Jesus, the Champion who initiates and perfects our faith.

Hebrews 12:1-2

Restore

To pray for God to fill His people (both individually & corporately) with the fullness of the life of Christ

Restore praying is the positive side of our Repent praying. We are asking God to revive and transform us in the areas where we have failed our Lord Jesus.
A person filled with the fullness of the life of Christ will be characterized with a progressive manifestation of…

The fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-23)

The gifts of the Spirit (1 Corinthians 12 & Ephesians 4:11-12)

So that our character is mature and the church is mature

In what ways do I need to be restored into the fullness of the life of Christ? What about my church?

Release

To ask God to release many new works of and for His kingdom both locally & globally

We are asking that God use the restoring work we’ve prayed for to be used to influence others for Christ. This releasing is both through us personally and corporately as a church family.

When Jesus had called the Twelve together, He gave them power and authority… and He sent them out to preach the kingdom of God.... So they set out and went….

Luke 9:1-6

God, how do You want to use me in Your Kingdom work both locally and around the world?

Receive

To hear God confirm a new promise or mission that He may be speaking to me

We are striving to gain God’s perspective so we can better understand His purposes, meditate on His promises and receive God’s direction with clarity.

Good and upright is the Lord; therefore He instructs sinners in His ways. He guides the humble in what is right and teaches them His way. Who, then, is the man that fears the Lord? He will instruct him in the way chosen for him. The Lord confides in those who fear Him; He makes His covenant known to them.

Psalm 25:8,9,12,14

( As we made requests for God to restore vitality in His church and release us to fulfill the Great Commission, did God give any new dreams or visions for how you might personally live this out?

( During this time of prayer did the Lord speak words of promise or encouragement about how specific answers might come?

( Did God give you any new direction or any new steps of obedience you should take in response to the vision we prayed through today?
